PUBLICATIONS & RESOURCES
Talking Stick magazine
Foundation funds allowed the redesign of the Talking Stick in terms of content, design, and mission. Currently more than 5,000 people receive the Talking Stick six times a year and thousands of others benefit from the information as well as copies are passed around housing offices across the globe.

Learning Reconsidered II

Foundation funding allowed ACUHO-I to partner with NASPA, ACPA, and other student affairs associations and publish Learning Reconsidered II. This popular title examines how student affairs contributes to student success including the important role that collegiate housing plays.

ACUHO-I Scholarships
The Foundation supports the growth of the profession by awarding scholarships to members that allow them to attend professional development events (ex: NHTI, CHO Institute). Additional scholarships recognize “the best” presentations from the regional associations as well as the ACUHO-I Conference Series to expose ideas and concepts to a broader audience at the ACUHO-I annual conference and exposition. 
RESEARCH 
Commissioned Research

Two major commissioned research projects that have benefited from Foundation support recently have been the National Survey of Living Learning Programs and the ACUHO-I Workforce Development Project. The information gathered and created through these initiatives will strengthen the profession and is being shared through a variety of means.
Institutional Database

ACUHO-I will launch in 2008 a new survey and research project to compile an electronic information repository that will give members the ability to track staffing ratios, accommodation standards, amenities, features, and much more.
