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Departmental Funds:  When asked if they had been “required to make departmental funds available to other 
entities” approximately one-third  35.5% said “yes” and another 18.3% said, “no, but I anticipate it happening.”

Change over time: The percentage of respondents indicating they have been “required to make 
departmental funds available to other entities” increased since October 2008 from 34.2% to its peak
